The Six Loci or Sections of Systematic Theology

The six loci or sections of systematic theology include the following:

Theology: The Doctrine of God
Anthropology: The Doctrine of Man
Christology: The Doctrine of Christ
Soteriology: The Doctrine of Salvation
Ecclesiology: The Doctrine of the Church
Eschatology: The Doctrine of the Last Things

DS 102: Anthropology

Anthropology is the study of the doctrine of creation and especially the creation of man in the image of God. This class on the doctrine of man studies the creation of the earth and all the creatures in it in six historical days. Therefore, this class will focus on the early chapters in the book of Genesis and what the rest of the Bible teaches about the creation and the Fall. In this locus of theology, we also study the doctrine of angels and demons which God probably created on the first day of the creation week. We also study the nature of man which includes learning about the constituent elements of human nature and what it means that man is made in the image of God. We study the origin of the three creation ordinances which include 1) the institution of marriage, 2) the cultural mandate, and 3) the Sabbath. Anthropology studies man in his original state of perfection as he enjoyed life with God in the Garden of Eden. In connection with this we study the covenant of creation or the covenant of works. Then we study the origin of sin and the consequences of the Fall for humanity. We study the sad doctrines of original guilt, original pollution, and Total Depravity. We learn about the righteousness and judgment of God as we study the Fall. The story of the creation and fall also provide the backdrop of learning about the first administration of the covenant of grace, as God seeks out Adam and Eve and establishes a covenant of grace with them. In this first administration of the one covenant of grace we have the mother of all promises, the first prediction of the coming of Christ, the Seed of the Woman.

Required Assignments

1. A Book Review.  Provide a book review of either Creation and Change by Douglas Kelly, Biblical Creationism by Henry Morris, or In Six Days God Created by Paulin Bedard. Due on November 15. The full book review should be at least five pages long. Further direction will be given about how to complete this assignment. (15 percent of grade)

2. A Term Paper. Write a five-page term paper on one of the days of creation. Select one day out of the seven days of creation and explained what God created on that day and the significance of what He created. Develop a thesis statement for your paper. Write in proper paragraphs that begin with a thesis sentence statement. Use your reading assignments, commentaries, and recommended readings for research. Further direction will be given in class about how to write this term paper. Due on December 6. Provide a bibliography for your term paper in which you record the books that you used in your research. Provide proper citations of exact quotes using the below example. (15 percent of grade)

3. The students will provide complete answers in complete sentences to the questions at the end of each chapter in the book In the Space of Seven Days. (10 percent of grade)

4. The student will have quizzes on their readings from The New Creationism. (10 percent of grade)

5. The student will take a mid-term and final exam. (50 percent of grade).
