Class Day: Tuesday mornings or afternoons in the classroom.
Class Time: Morning: 8:00-11:00 or 11:30 a.m. to 2:30 p.m.
Course Description: In this course we will study the doctrine of salvation. We will look at how God applies to His elect people the redemption that Christ has accomplished for them through His redemptive work. We will look at the order of salvation, the logical order in which God displays saving grace to His people. The order of salvation involves: regeneration, faith, conversion, daily repentance, justification, sanctification, and glorification. As we study how God sanctifies us (changing our moral condition), we will study the holiness of God. We will study how we can fight against besetting sins to grow in the holiness without which no man will see God. We will study the great doctrine of justification by faith alone which is the doctrine of a standing church. We will learn about the great controversy in the early church concerning Pelagianism which taught that fallen man could save himself by producing faith and good works by his own ability.
Goal: For the student to become familiar with the Biblical teaching on how God applies the benefits of the covenant to his elect people.
Upon successful completion of this course students should be able to:
1. Understand the idea of the order of salvation.
2. Understand the history of the Pelagian heresy about salvation and the orthodox and Augustinian response to it.
3. Defend the grace of God in the salvation of sinners.
4. Learn about the nature of the new birth and how it comes about.
5. Learn about the doctrine of justification by grace alone through faith alone in Christ alone.
6. Learn how to grow in holiness as a saint so that we might more and more please our Heavenly Father.
7. Learn about how the Christian life is a life of daily repentance and a mortifying of the old man and a vivifying of the new man.
